BULLYING

At Grandview we strive to keep our
school bully free. During the “Day of
Kindness” “Skookie Productions”
performed “Cinderella”. The
underlying theme of the show was
anti-bullying. During that day, we
also distributed a “STOP” poster to
each classroom. At Grandview we
will be using the poster to discuss
conflict resolution strategies. The “S”
stands for STOP AND THINK, “T”
stands for TALK IT OUT, “O” stands
for OFFER OTHER CHOICES and
“‘P” means PICK YOUR CHOICES
AND GO FOR IT. If you would like
the poster to use at home, please
contact the office at Grandview and
we will be happy to send one home.



WHAT IS BULLYING?

Bullying is when one child or a group
of children repeatedly hurt another
child through words or actions.
Bullying may involve physical
aggression such as fighting, shoving,
kicking, verbal aggression such as
name calling, or more subtle acts
such as socially isolating a child.

WARNING SIGNS THAT YOUR
CHILD IS INVOLVED IN BULLYING
OTHERS:

¢ Taunts, threatens, kicks other
children

¢ Is hot-tempered, impulsive
has a hard time following
rules

¢ Is aggressive towards adults

¢ Is tough, shows no sympathy
towards children who are
bullied

¢ Has been involved in other
antisocial activities such as
vandalism or stealing

If your child shows several of these
warning signs, it's possible that he or
she is bullying one or more children.
You may want to spend some extra
time talking with your child about his
or her behaviour and schedule a
conference to talk about these
issues with school staff.

WARNING SIGNS THAT YOUR
CHILD IS BEING BULLIED:

¢ Comes home from school with
torn or dirty clothing,
damaged books

¢ Has cuts, bruises, scratches

¢ Has few, if any, friends to play
with

¢ Seems afraid to go to school,
complains of headaches,
stomach pains

¢ Doesn’t sleep well, has bad
dreams

¢ Loses interest in school work

¢ Seems sad, depressed or
moody

¢ Is anxious, has poor self-
esteem

¢ Is quiet, sensitive, passive

If your child shows several of these
warning signs it's possible he or she
is being bullied by other children, you
may want to talk with your child to
find out what is troubling him or her
and schedule a conference to
discuss your concerns with school
staff.

DRAWSTRINGS ON JACKETS,
SWEATSHIRTS AND OTHER
CLOTHING ITEMS POSE A
DANGER TO YOUR CHILD

They can become snagged on
school bus handrails or doors, on
playground equipment, on escalators
or other mechanical equipment.
Incidents of snagged drawstrings or
toggles have resulted in injuries and
even deaths. We don’t want this to
happen to any of our passengers.
Information campaigns by the
National Safety Council, the U.S.
Department of Transportation and
the U.S. Consumer Product Safety
Commission have caused many
clothing manufacturers to eliminate
drawstring from their clothing. But
some still remain. We at First
Student in conjunction with your
Grandview school officials, urge you
to inspect all of your children’s



existing clothing and eliminate these
hazards wherever possible. The
simplest solution is to either remove
or cut all drawstrings from the
clothing.
